The Hon'ble Leader of Opposition (Lok Sabha), Thiru. Rahul Gandhi, and
Thiru. M. K. Stalin, Hon'ble Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu, are scheduled to visit
Puducherry on 06.04.2026. Shri Rahul Gandhi will participate in an election campaign
public meeting at Fish Market Ground, ECR, Puducherry at 10.00 hrs and Thiru M.K.
Stalin will attend a public meeting at the Agriculture Market Committee Ground, ECR,
Kokku Park at 16.00 hrs. Senior leaders, party cadres of the Congress and DMK,
along with their alliance parties, and a large number of members of the public from
Puducherry and adjoining areas are expected to attend the meetings. The attendees
are likely to commute using buses, light motor vehicles, and two-wheelers.

In view of this, to prevent traffic congestion and to ensure the safety and
convenience of the general public, the Puducherry Traffic Police has made the
following detailed traffic diversions and parking arrangements from 08.00 hrs
depending upon the traffic necessity.

% During the movement of the VVIP, no vehicular traffic will be permitted on
the roads forming part of the route.

% On 06.04.2026, movement of all heavy and light motor vehicles including
buses will be restricted from Lawspet Airport Road up to Latha Steel House
Junction and from Shivaji Statue Junction to Rajiv Gandhi Square on East
Coast Road (ECR).

% All vehicles (including buses) coming at ECR Road towards Kottakuppam will
be diverted at Kotakuppam(TN Police)/Shivaji Square through Muthialpet
Ajanta Junction.

% All vehicles coming from Kottakuppam towards Sivaji Square via ECR will be
diverted via Muthialpet — Mahatma Gandhi Road — Ezhai Mariamman Temple
Junction — Ajanta Junction.

% All heavy vehicles coming at ECR towards Sivaji Square will be diverted at
Kalapet Border via Mathur Road.

% All heavy vehicles coming from Thindivanam bypass road towards Gorimedu
will be diverted at JIPMER junction towards Mettupalayam Road.

% All vehicles proceeding from Rajiv Gandhi Square via ECR towards Latha Steel
House / Sivaji Square will be diverted towards Kamarajar Salai (Saram
Junction).

% All vehicles coming from Cuddalore towards Chennai via ECR will be diverted
at Thavalakuppam Junction and Marappalam Junction.



BUS DROPPING POINTS:

To avoid congestion near the event venue, buses carrying public and party
cadres will be permitted to drop passengers only at the following designated
locations:

1. Maduvupet Junction Bus Dropping Point:

All buses shall drop party cadres at the Maduvupet Junction Bus Dropping
Point and proceed via ECR — Fathima School Ground for parking.

2. Latha Steel House Junction Bus Dropping Point:

All buses shall drop party cadres at the Latha Steel House Junction Bus
Dropping Point and proceed via ECR — Fathima School Ground for Parking.

No buses shall be allowed to stop or park along the VVIP route. All buses
must proceed immediately to designated parking areas after dropping passengers.
Violations will attract legal action.

PARKING ARRANGEMENTS:
The following locations have been earmarked for parking of vehicles:
Sl. Place of parking Vehicles to be parked
No
1. Fathima School Ground Bus, Car & Van
2. Inside the New Modern Fish Market area Two Wheelers
3. | The West-side roads along the stretch of East Two Wheelers
Coast Road (ECR) between Maduvupet Junction
and Sivaji Statue

All vehicles shall be parked only in the designated parking areas. Vehicles parked in
unauthorized locations will be removed by cranes.

TRAFFIC DIVERSIONS:

To regulate traffic and prevent congestion, diversions will be implemented at
the following key junctions:

1. ECR — Muthialpet Diversion

All vehicles (including route buses) proceeding towards KottakuppamRoundana via
East Coast Road (ECR) shall be diverted at Muthialpet through Mahatma Gandhi
Road towards Ajanta Junction.

2. Kottakuppam — Sivaji Square Diversion

All vehicles coming from ECR Road towards Kottakuppam roundabout will be
diverted at Sivaji square towards Muthialpet — Ezhai Mariamman — Ajanta Junction.



3. Heavy Vehicle Diversion (ECR)

All heavy vehicles coming at ECR Road towards Puducherry will be diverted at
Kalapet Border via Mathur Road.

4. Rajiv Gandhi Square Regulation

All vehicles proceeding from Rajiv Gandhi Square towards Airport Road shall be
diverted at the square itself.

4. Gorimedu Border Diversion

All vehicles proceeding from Gorimedu Border towards JIPMER Hospital
shall be diverted at the border towards Mettupalayam Road.

6. RG Square — ECR Diversion

All vehicles proceeding from Rajiv Gandhi Square via ECR towards Latha Steel House
/ Sivaji Square shall be diverted towards Kamarajar Salai (Saram Junction).

7. Cuddalore — Chennai (ECR) Diversion

All vehicles coming from Cuddalore towards Chennai via ECR (through Puducherry)
shall be diverted at: Thavalakuppam Junction & Marapalam Junction

The general public and road commuters are hereby requested to follow the
above traffic diversions and parking arrangements to avoid traffic congestion and to
extend their cooperation to the Puducherry Traffic Police.
