STANDING ORDER No. 03 OF 2020

Sub: Establishment of ‘Sub-Divisional Detention-cum-Production
Centre’ during the COVID-19 Pandemic — Reg.
-000-

During the ongoing pandemic, there are instances where the accused persons
while remanding them to judicial custody, were found to be tested positive to
COVID-19. Consequently, the Police Personnel who dealt with such accused persons,
had to be quarantined. In this regard, the following measures have to be implemented
immediately :

a) A ‘Sub-Divisional Detention-cum-Production Centre’ has to be established
Sub-division wise, i.e., one each combinedly for both North & East Sub-Divisions
and South & West Sub-Divisions; besides, separately for Karaikal District, Mahe &
Yanam Regions. The other Police Units, which lies in the respective Police Sub-

Division, shall utilize the concerned Detention Centre.

b) Both SSP(L&O), Puducherry and SSP (Karaikal) shall identify suitable buildings
and declare them as the Detention-cum-Production Centres.  Similarly,
SPs (Mahe) & (Yanam) shall also find out appropriate building with adequate
infrastructure.

¢) The Detention Centres shall have the facility of Lock-up in accordance to the
BPR&D Guidelihes, which include separate toilet facility for male & female

prisoners, uninterrupted power supply, etc.

d) CCTV Cameras shall be erected both inside and outside the Detention Centres
with recording facility. This shall be monitored frequently by the Nodal Officer,

deputed for this purpose.
~e) Necessary Armed Guard shall be posted by the Commandant, IRBN.
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The accused persons, who are involved in non-bailable offences and are required
to be produced in the Court, shall be brought to the Detention Centre instead of
bringing them to the Police Station for producing them before the Court.

g) A General Diary will be maintained in these Centres and one Inspector level

Officer shall be posted as Incharge Officer with adequate supporting staff by the
SSP(L&O0), Puducherry and SSP (Karaikal) at these Centres. One SI level Officer
shall be posted in respect of Mahe & Yanam Regions by the concerned SDPOs.

SP(South) shall be the Nodal Officer for the Detention Centres in Puducherry
and Reader to SSP(L&O) shall be the Liaison Officer for this purpose. The
SDPOs concerned shall coordinate with the Nodal Officer accordingly.

The Police escort party (numbers should be minimum) has to bring the accused
persons to the Detention Centre after conducting the formal medical examination
including COVID-19 test.

As per the Orders of Hon'ble High Court of Madras, the accused persons shall be
produced in the Courts through ‘video conferencing’ from the Detention Centre.
The respective Courts shall be informed in advance by the IO concerned.
Necessary ‘video conferencing’ facility shall be arranged by the SSP and SP
concerned in the Detention Centres. The formalities of documentation shall be

made in the Detention Centres itself by the IO concerned.

If the accused person is remanded to judicial custody by the Magistrate, then he
has to be escorted from the Detention Centre to the Jail for judicial custody.

If the accused person is found to be tested positive for COVID-19, the Officers &
Men, posted in the Detention Centres as well as those Officers & Men, who are
involved in the arrest and escort, shall be kept quarantined. Necessary

substitutes shall be posted accordingly by the SSP and SP concerned.
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
